Environmental Streamlining and Stewardship:  On July 23, Associate Deputy Secretary Shane will participate in a Leadership Dialogue on Environmental Streamlining. The meeting object is to develop a broader appreciation of how environmental stewardship can be better integrated into the transportation development process.  It will be hosted by the Surface Transportation Policy Project.  FHWA Administrator Mary Peters and representatives of the Federal Transit Administration will also participate.
