THE WEEK AHEAD REPORT:  June 17-28

U.S. Global Positioning System (GPS) and the European Galileo Satellite Navigation System:  A U.S. delegation led by the State Department will be meeting with a delegation from the European Union (EU) in Brussels, Belgium on June 20 and 21 to continue negotiations on the U.S. Global Positioning System and the European Galileo Satellite Navigation System.  This will be the first meeting between the two delegations since the EU gave the approval in March 2000 to proceed with the development of the Galileo system.  Mr. Heywood Shirer in the Office of the Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy will represent OST at the meeting.

American Association of State Highway Transportation Officials’ (AASHTO) Reauthorization Regional Forum:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will participate in AASHTO's Reauthorization Regional Forum of the Western Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (WASHTO) in San Antonio, Texas on July 8.

Transportation Research Board:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be the DOT representative to serve on the panel for reauthorization at the plenary session of the mid-year Transportation Research Board meeting in Providence, Rhode Island on July 11th. 

Council of State Governments' Eastern Regional Conference:  Emil Frankel, Assistant Secretary for Transportation Policy, will be a speaker at the Council of State Governments' Eastern Regional Conference and the New York Host Committee's 2002 Annual Meeting to be held at the Adams Mark Hotel in Buffalo, New York on August 6.  The Assistant Secretary's role will be to discuss the Administration's perspective and forces, which will shape the debate on TEA-21, RIDE-21 and AIR-21 as well as the future of Amtrak.
