Climate Change Research Workshop:  On October 1st and 2nd, the Department, in partnership with DOE and EPA, will be sponsoring a workshop on what research is needed to prepare the Nation’s transportation system for the potential impacts of climate change.  This workshop will involve 70 experts and decision-makers from Federal, state, and local agencies and research organizations, to assess and explore the relationship between climate change and transportation infrastructure and services, to share knowledge, and to provide input on the research questions that should be given top priority for investigation.  The eventual consumer for this research will be decision making officials, our state and local partners, and long-range planners.
