Possible American Airlines Flight Attendants Strike:  The Association of Professional Flight Attendants (APFA) and American Airlines are continuing mediated talks under the auspicious of the National Mediation Board.  If negotiations fail, APFA could begin a strike at 12:01 a.m. Sunday July 1.  The White House has announced that the President would establish a presidential emergency board (PEB) to assist the parties if they are unable to reach an agreement before the strike deadline.  If a PEB is established, the PEB’s recommendations would be due in 30 days (July 31).  

Comair Strike Update:  Comair pilots ratified a tentative agreement on June 22 ending a 13-week strike.  The carrier plans to resume partial service beginning on July 2.
